fiber. Just because they are all soft
and fluffy does not mean they are
all the same.

If a carpet is wool you know
that it has excellent resilience,
so those crushed traffic areas
and furniture indentations have
a good chance of coming out.
But wool is more easily stained
by proteins than other fibers,
so some foods, pet urine and

other protein sources like blood

will be difficult to remove.

e Olefin carpets do not have the

resiliency of wool, so high traffic

areas tend to pack down and

lose that fluffy texture over time.

However, Olefin has excellent
stain-resistance and color-fast-
ness.

e Stain-resist nylon has excel-
lent resilience and good stain
and soil repellency, so carpets
made with nylon tend to be the
best overall performers. How-
ever, depending on how the
fiber was dyed, Nylon may be
bleached by some household
chemicals or sunlight.

e Polyester fibers have an affinity
for oily soils, so food or petro-
leum grease spots will be more
difficult to remove. But Polyes-
ter, like Olefin, is very resistant
to stains and bleaching.

The bottom line is that how the
carpet looks after cleaning will de-
pend on some factors that are out
of our control. But with an experi-
enced cleaner you can be assured
of the best results possible.

1 pound ground beef

onion chopped

1 (10.75 ounce) can condensed
cream of mushroom soup

3/a  cup sour cream

1 (15 ounce) can green beans,

drained and liquid reserved, divided

1 (8 ounce) package processed

cheese (such as Velveeta®), sliced

pound frozen bite-sized potato
nuggets (such as Tater Tots®)

Directions
Preheat the oven to 375°F.

Heat a large skillet over medium-high
heat. Cook and stir ground beef in the
hot skillet until browned and crumbly, 5
to 7 minutes.

If you see dirt and stains but no coating

protect your deck and keep it looking greatin
Just a few simple steps, and doing the job your-
self can save money and help you avoid more
work on it in the future. Here a few tips.

1. Check your deck- Look for dirt, mildew,
algae or old stain coating that's peeling - plus
damaged, cracked or warped wood that may
need to be replaced.

Try the “splash test” - splash a little water on
the deck and watch how quickly the water is
absorbed. If the water is rapidly absorbed into
the wood, that means it's no longer protected

peeling off, an exterior cleaner will work on any
type of wood. If you see old peeling coating,

a good stripper is the best option to help
remove old stain.

Always follow the instructions. If your
boards vary in color, a solid color stain would
work best, transparent stains will show more
wood grain, and semi-transparent stains add
more color and protection while keeping
some of the wood grain visible.
